These dollars are spent in the community for our clients, and to sustain BASIC operations by purchasing goods and services right here in Bay, Calhoun, Gulf, Holmes, Jackson and Washington counties.

For those living with HIV/AIDS, medical and support services, pharmaceuticals, case management, and assistance with housing, transportation, and so many other services make the difference between living healthy and with dignity, and being sick, lonely and forgotten.

This past year has been extremely rewarding.  BASIC celebrated twenty years of service to the community on December 1, and the agency remembered its grassroots beginnings from a few volunteers to the significant operation which the agency has become. BASIC received funding from the Federal Administration for Children and Families to offer a mentoring program for children,  ages 4 to 17, for whom a parent is absent. This program represents a new endeavor since it involves a vulnerable population who are not related to the HIV epidemic.

CLIENT SERVICE EXPENDITURES UNDER RYAN WHITE PART B
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     A total of 286 unduplicated clients with HIV/AIDS were served at BASIC through funding received under Ryan White Part B (Care and Treatment funding for HIV positive persons).  Of these 67% were male and 33% were females; 50% were white, 48% were black, and the remaining were of various other race/ethnicities.  50% were between the ages of 25 and 44 years, 40% were between 45 and 64 years of age,  5% were between the ages of 13 and 25 years of age, and 5% were 65 years or older.  Approximately 64% of clients were below 100% of poverty.  
     Approximately 38% of Ryan White Part B funding was spent for the medical case management of 286 clients with 3278 visits.  Additional funding was spent for direct client services in the following manner; Pharmaceuticals for 75 clients (11%); Insurance premiums and copays (10%); Outpatient/Ambulatory services for 144 clients with 645 visits  (12%);  Dental services for 48 clients with 116 visits (7%);   Food for 135 clients (2.3%); Transportation for 83 clients (2.1%); Home health care for 5 clients with 25 visits, and psychosocial support services for 15 persons.
     Through funding received from the State of Florida Department of Health under the AIDS Insurance Continuation Program, $55,105 was spent on paying for insurance premiums for 12 clients who had utilized the Federal COBRA provision to extend their group health insurance from a previous employer. The benefit of paying for the continuation of group insurance is that client expenses can be charged to private insurance and clients have a broader choice of providers of care.  Under this program, each dollar spent on paying for a premium results in approximately $6 of services.
      A total of 144 clients were also maintained on Anti Retroviral Therapy, ART, through a combination of Ryan White funds, Project AIDS Care, PAC, funding and the State of Florida AIDS Drug Assistance Program, ADAP. 

CLIENT SERVICE EXPENDITURES UNDER HOPWA
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Under the Federal Housing Opportunities for Persons with AIDS program, HOPWA,  the majority (43%) of  service funds  went to provide rental assistance to eligible clients in need; additional funding  for  permanent housing placement (9%),  transitional housing (20%), mortgage assistance (11.5%)  and assistance for the payment of utilities (16%). A total of 70 persons were served under the HOPWA program.
OTHER RELEVANT SERVICE INFORMATION
· Ninety new clients entered the service delivery system at BASIC during 2009. 

· Seven clients were newly diagnosed with AIDS. 
· Four HIV positive women became pregnant during the past year. 

· One infant was delivered to an HIV positive pregnant woman, and the infant has been confirmed as HIV negative. 

· Six HIV positive persons died.
· 39% of clients had no insurance; 16.4% were on Medicare; 24.5% were on Medicaid, and 12.5% were privately insured.


INCOME
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Under the direct funding from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, CDC, for the Partners in Prevention program, an intervention called Sisters Informing Sisters about Topics on AIDS, SISTA was delivered to 184 high risk African American women,  the intervention called Video Opportunities for Innovative Condom Use and Safer Sex, VOICES, was delivered to 450 at risk men and women, and the intervention called Healthy Relationships was delivered to 109 HIV + persons.  These interventions also included considerable community outreach, recruitment and individual risk reduction counseling in addition to the formal sessions.  Persons were also referred to other services as needed. 
Under additional direct funding from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, CDC,  BASIC partnered with the CDC in an outcomes monitoring project, investigating the success of the SISTA intervention.  BASIC collected extensive data on 80 high risk African American females at baseline, and  72 high risk females at 90 day follow-up and at 180 day follow-up to better understand how personal behaviors were changed due to participation in the SISTA program.   

Under the Get REAL program, 121 men at high risk completed two individualized counseling, testing and risk reduction sessions which comprise the RESPECT intervention and 102 of these men also completed the  intervention called Video Opportunities for Innovative Condom Use and Safer Sex, VOICES. At the conclusion of the program, outcome data collected indicated improvement in behaviors among 64 men, with significant improvement among 28, moderate improvement among 32 and minor improvement among 4 men.

Every Child; 1 Promise is a new program at BASIC NWFL funded by the Federal Administration for Children and Families.  Since funding only began in September, 2009 the last quarter of the year was utilized in the implementation of the program which will match community volunteer mentors with children between the ages of 4 and 17 who have one or both parents incarcerated  This program represents an expansion of the mission of BASIC to serve a different vulnerable population outside of those impacted by the HIV/AIDS epidemic.
Under the Counseling, Testing and Linkage program, which is currently not funded by any government funding mechanism, but relies on local contributions and volunteer resources,  603  men and women at risk of contracting HIV were tested and provided risk reduction counseling and linked to other services as needed.  Knowing one’s status is the essential step in preventing the additional spread of HIV in the community. It is estimated that nationwide approximately 25% of persons who are infected are unaware of their HIV status.

New VISTA is a program funded by the National AIDS Fund which was concluded in the early part of 2009.  Under this program, BASIC was funded to conduct an agency-wide efficiency assessment which resulted in the development of a five year strategic plan, with renewed commitment and energy for serving the HIV impacted and other vulnerable populations in the area.

During 2009, BASIC undertook several fundraising projects with the help of community sponsors.  In June, BASIC held its third annual Texas Hold’em Poker Tournament in conjunction with Ebro Greyhound Park.  This event was also sponsored by People’s First Bank, Beach TV, Breakers, Nations Real Estate, Volunteer Properties, and Clear Channel.  In October, BASIC held its second  Beach Ball in conjunction with Pineapple Willy’s, Arthritis and Sports Care Center, Knology, and Jones-Gaglio,  Attorney at Law.
BASIC NWFL, Inc. is a United Way affiliated agency.  BASIC also received designated contributions by donors through the United Way Annual Campaign.
